UKGSer Bike Girls ride fundraising baton for Breast Cancer Care

In September 2006, The UKGSer ‘Pink Way Around Britain” - Relay Challenge will be attempted by a team of 12
girl riders on BMW GS bikes who will undertake a perimeter ride of approximately 3,000 miles around mainland
Britain in three days to raise funds for the charity, Breast Cancer Care (BCC).

The ride itself is divided into 12 regional legs where each GS girl rider with support from two GS colleagues shall
ride along a pre-determined route within their region before passing on a symbolic baton (in this case, a pink
bra) to her colleague who then continues the challenge until they have circumnavigated mainland Britain.

The ride, will begin from Kings Lynn on Wednesday 6th September and move southwards in a clockwise route
around Britain until they complete the final leg and finish at the UKGSer East Midlands rally in Leicester Saturday
9th September.
